The Word “Kingdom” is used 336x in the Bible, so it is not a minor topic.

The first person mentioned in the Scriptures that is said to have a Kingdom is
Nimrod Gen 10:8-11

At Mount Sinai God laid out His plan for Israel to be a Kingdom of priests and
a holy nation. Exo 19:3-6

Secularly speaking, a kingdom is an area that has a king over it, thus there
have been many kingdoms in human history.

It was prophesied through Moses that Israel would want a human king to rule
over them, like the other nations around them.

The social life in Antioch was debased,
sensual and shocking.

This was a predominately Gentile city and thus was involved in all the
pagan practices.

The Encouragement that Barnabas offered was to "remain true to the
Lord." Acts 11:23

The Church in Rome

Rome was also known for moral degradation.

When Paul wrote his letter to the Romans he had not yet been there.
Rom 1:10

He had a strong desire to minister among them so that they might be
mutually Encouraged. Rom 1:11-15

The first part of his letter is theological where he informs them about
what God had done for them and for all of mankind in Jesus Christ.
Beginning in Chapter 12, Paul outlines what a Christian’s response
should be to God's Grace and Mercy. Rom 12:1

These verses in Romans 12 help us to understand more clearly how
Barnabas might have Encouraged new believers in Antioch to "remain
true to the Lord with all their hearts." It is also a high probability that the
teaching in Antioch included these principles.

Ephesus was also a pagan city, permeated with a Gentile lifestyle.

After the church was founded in Ephesus, Paul stayed for two years and
taught regularly in the School of Tyranus. Acts 19:8-11

The first three chapters of Paul's letter to the Ephesians were similar to
the first 11 chapters of Romans, predominantly theological.



It is in these chapters that Paul outlined many of the great theological

truths of Christianity.

When he began Chapter 4, he wrote, "I, therefore, the prisoner of the

Lord, entreat you to walk in a manner worthy of the calling with which

you have been called.”

Once again, with different words, believers are Encouraged to "remain

true to the Lord with all their hearts."

What is found in the second part of the Ephesian letter is in many

aspects parallel with Romans 12:1-2.

In recent years our standards of sexual morality have rapidly declined
and more and more our society is moving toward open and flagrant
immorality.
